This
new edition (3) has a chapter on hedgehogs and one on sugar gliders. The photos and writing style
are a bit dry, but if your high school (or possibly middle school) student has interest in the veterinary
field, they’d still love this text! As other reviewers have said, much of the material is relatively
common knowledge. However, I'd add that it is a well organized and thorough treatment of the

information.And, it's not all common knowledge - | did learn that baby hedgehogs are called hoglets!

Don’t expect an in-depth treatment of any one species, but it's a great starter book for learning the



basics about a wide variety of domestic animals.
